Mutual of Enumclaw vs. Cox – Washington State Supreme Court case - 110 WA 2nd 643, 1988

Made new law in Washington State on homeowner policy insurance fraud as a result of a total loss residential fire. An intentional misrepresentation to the insurance company voids the policy, verifying policy language. John was the lead investigator in this case.
Fire Storm 91 Class Action Suits vs. Washington Water Power, et al-  Spokane County Superior Court Case No 94-2-05256-4. $80 Million in property and injury damages investigated and  resolved.
